Why Do We Collect Your Information?
Personal information, including sensitive information, is collected from you or your
authorised representative in order to provide one or more of our services. We may
sometimes collect personal information in relation to a social, medical or family
history from a third party in order to provide a service.

We may also collect personal information through our website and social
networking services. We use this information to respond to queries, receive
feedback from the community, and improve our website.

What Personal Information is Recorded?
We keep a record in a customer file. 

We also record personal information on an
internal electronic records system, including 
where there is a real or potential risk of 
harm that may occur to a person
receiving a service. 

We do this in order to monitor and assess 
such risks. Personal information is also recorded 
when a person provides feedback about our services.

Who Else Can See My Information?
Your information can only be seen by the relevant staff in the services. 

We use and share your personal information for the purpose for which it was
collected or for purposes which are directly related to our regular business.
